When a Quilt Learns to Breathe

background fabric, it’'s what gives your design clarity,
movement, and focus.

Lately, I've been challenging myself to think differently
— asking what can | remove instead of add? — and it’s
been such a refreshing shift in how | approach my
projects.



If you want to try this yourself, start simple: remove
one element from your layout and see how it changes
the design, or soften part of your quilt with low-volume
fabrics to let other areas stand out. Small shifts can
make a big impact.
